Dear Congregants and Community Members,


At this time of year, prior to the High Holy Days, we ask everyone to contribute to the LJCC. Your contributions pay for the holidays we celebrate together, meeting rooms for Shabbat and holidays, our annual Seder, and general yearly expenses. Importantly, we now also have the privilege of having access to Rabbi Harley Karz-Wagman for Shabbat services, adult education, religious school, life events, and more.

LJCC has had only very minimal dues increase in five years. For this reason, the board instituted a small increase with last year’s membership renewal. Given the opportunities presented by bringing Rabbi Harley into our community and our desire to continue building the community and provide increased opportunities for engagement and worship, we feel another small increase in dues is necessary. We continue to recognize that in tight economic times an increase in dues may be difficult, so we continue to strive to keep LJCC as affordable as possible. 

LJCC dues are now $200 for families, $125 for individuals, $60 for new members and $25 for student members. We have also included two optional funds: A) an optional fund to support the presence of our Rabbi, with a recommended donation of $100, and B) an optional fund to support the student Rabbi for High Holy Days, with a recommended donation of $50. In addition to the above, there are two additional funds you may wish to contribute to: The LJCC Building Fund, and the Len and Marilyn Asimow Lecture Fund. 
The membership dues, the Rabbi and student Rabbi funds and the Building and Lecture funds are all intended to help increase the value of LJCC to its members. We are working hard to address the needs of all members of our diverse community and if there is something we can do better, please take a few minutes to let us know.
